  I. OUR SCHOOL 
 

1.General Introduction of the School 
 

Our school is an English grammar school, established by the Hong Kong Sheng Kung Hui in 

1970.  It is an aided whole-day, co-educational secondary school.  

 

Our school is housed in a 6-storey main building with 3 wings. There are 31 classrooms, 14 

special rooms: a school hall, a library, an open playground, a covered playground, a gymnasium, 

a fitness room, a computer room, a multi-media collaborative learning center, a collaborative 

learning centre, an English corner, an English studio, 1 fitness room and a lecture theatre.  

Computers and LCD projectors are installed in all classrooms and special rooms.  

Accommodation and facilities are well maintained.  The buildings and even the canteen are 

kept clean, tidy and are fully air-conditioned. 

 

Owing to the high academic performance of our students, our school is one of the top schools in 

the Kwai Ching District and one of the top secondary schools in Hong Kong.

3.Staff Development 
 
The Staff Development Committee organized various programmes throughout the year, 
including staff development days, an induction programme, team building activities and 
professional exchange. On the staff development days, topics on lesson study and co-planning 
study, catering for learner diversity, drama skills for effective teaching, reflections on 
professional growth , team building and relaxation exercise were covered. A mentor system was 
introduced to assist new teachers and teacher-assistants. The mentors of new teachers were 
invited to join our scheme for one more year to continue helping their mentees. In order to 
establish closer links with tertiary teacher training institutes and to contribute to the nurturing of 
the next generation of teachers, we had arranged teaching practice for student teachers from 
tertiary institutions.  Seven student teachers from four subjects had completed their teaching 
practice in our school.  Two Chinese and two English student teachers had school attachment. 
To promote a sharing culture among the teaching staff in our school, the first 10 minutes of every 
staff meeting was reserved for teachers sharing. The sharing enhanced the mutual understanding 
among teachers and broadened their horizons. 
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IV.OUR LEARNING AND TEACHING 
�
1.Curriculum 
To prepare the school for the New Senior Secondary Curriculum, Liberal Studies (LS) was 
developed and implemented in F1-F3 . 
 
Besides, a school-based subject, Literature, Language and Communication (LLC) was designed 
and taught in F1-F4 to help prepare both teachers and students for NSS English Language and 
electives. Each subject is also developing its curriculum to pave way for NSS.    
 

2.Policy on Catering for Learner Differences 
 
To cater to the diverse learning abilities, subjects tailored their approaches and modified slightly 
their materials for high and low ability classes.  
 
Besides, in junior forms, there were remedial classes and high achievers’ classes for junior form 
students in English Language and Mathematics as well as remedial classes in Chinese.  
 
We supported students who lagged behind their peers in academic performance by running 
after-school tutorial classes. There were Writing Enhancement Courses in Chinese for F1-F3. 
 
For high achievers, we organized after-school enrichment programmes in Chinese (F1-F4, F6) 
and Mathematics (F1-F4) . 
 
Outstanding students were nominated to participate in the following programmes: Gifted 
programmes by CUHK, supporting measures on exceptionally gifted students by EDB and 
Harvard Talent Search. 
 
3.Reading to Learn 
 
Our Reading to Learn Program continued to cultivate a lifelong reading habit amongst students 
and encouraging extensive reading. A number of activities were carried out: a daily 15-minute 
morning reading session, occasional book sharing sessions by teachers, peers and famous authors 
(��� +�� ,�-� ��� ,, a second-hand book charity sale( $1902 was raised for Sowers Action 
to carry out education assistance in mainland China), a book fair, a Quiz Bowl Tournament and a 
reading club.  
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4.Whole Person Development 
 
4.1 Student Health Promotion Committee 
 
It offered a variety of health services and activities to our students to foster a healthy and active 
lifestyle among youngsters.  These include:

�  The “Teens Teeth Oral Health Promotion Programme” organized by Oral Health Education 
Unit, Department of Health – Nine F.3 students joined the training programme in the 
summer holiday. To encourage F1 students to have a better habit of dental health, 
workshops on how to brush teeth and use dental floss were organized .

F3 students were able to join in more varieties of activities. F3E got the most chops totaling 
1057. 2E came second with 907 chops followed by F1E with 814 chops. 
1 Silver and 8 Bronze Awards were presented. 
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4.3 Cultural and Art Activities  
The Cultural Promotion Committee has been promoting cultural and arts activities mainly among 
our junior form students.  Besides a variety of free visits in visual and performing arts, an 
encouraging number of 218 students paid visits to performances in the Hong Kong Arts Festival 
through the Young Friends programme, indicated a rising appetite of our students for cultural 
activities to balance their busy school life.  A significant number of our students have 
successfully cultivated an interest in aesthetic pursuits.  
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  V. SUPPORT FOR STUDENT DEVELOPMENT 
 
The theme of the year was “Together Everyone Achieves More”. 

 

1. Religious Education 
 
1.1 Christian Fellowship 
Regular meetings were held every Friday after school.  Students also met every morning to 
have a quiet time to pray, read the Bible and to share with one another.  Besides, a lunch 
meeting was held on Thursday once a month. 
 
1.2 Gospel Week 
The theme of this year was “Let Love Spread”.  During this week, different evangelical 
activities, for example, film show and band show, were organized.  An inter-class hymn singing 
contest was held to foster the team spirit as well as the religious atmosphere in school.  
Christian teachers and students were invited to give their personal witnesses of Jesus Christ 
during the form morning assemblies.  Mr Zac Kao and Rev. Enock Lam were invited to hold an 
evangelical meeting in the school assembly. 
 
 

2. Moral and Civic Education 
 
�  School assemblies were arranged on Day 6 to foster students’ spiritual growth and to 

promote moral, civic and life education. 
�  Form teacher lessons were held alternating with school assemblies. The topics matched with 

the school theme of the year, e.g. time-management, emotion management, conflict 
management, planning, problem solving, collaborative learning etc. 

�  The PATHS program for F.2 students was held cooperating with YWCA.  The tier 1 
programs on value and character building were held in form teacher lessons in Day 6.  The 
tire 2 programs on motivation enhancement were held after lesson, including motivation 
workshops, adventure training camp and family day camp and talk for parents. 

�  National education activities were held around the National Day, e.g. flag hoisting 
ceremony, national education talk, students’ sharing on national education learning tours, 
board display on current situation of China, inter-class quiz competitions and firm show. 

�  We participated in Top 10 News Election organized by Hok Yau Club got the ‘Best News 
Titles Award’ and the ‘Gold Award of Active Participation’.  6 students participated in the 
News Comment Competition and 2 of them (6L Law Man Chun and 7F Wong Ka Chun) got 
Distinguished Awards in the English News Comment Competition. 

�  We participated in the Election of Top 10 News of HKSAR Policy organized by Wenweipo 
and HKSAR, 1D Tam Ning Hon got the 3rd grade award, 1C Shum Ka Man got the 
memorial award. 

�  An Inter-school News Tournament was held with CNEC Christian College and CCC Chuen 
Yuen College to enhance students’ concern on current issues. 

�  In order to respond to the Artists’ Sex Photos Issue, we collected useful teaching materials 
and drafted discussion questions for RS teachers and other interested teachers to discuss the 
issue with students. The focus of discussion was watching and distributing the sex photos 
via internet. 

�  Inter-class Classroom Tidiness Competition, Inter-class Punctuality Competition and 
Inter-class Homework Submission Competition for F.1-F.3 classes were held to promote 
self-management. 

�  An Apple Campaign and a Fund Raising for China Snow Storm were held to raise money to 
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support the charity works of World Emergency Relief and YMCA.  More than $90,000 
was raised. 

�  Video shows in lunch time were held to promote politeness. We interviewed 2 teachers, a 
janitor, students and 2 prizewinners of 2006/07 Most Polite Student Award and produced 4 
video clips to promote politeness. 

�  We conducted the Most Polite Student Award to promote politeness. 10 prizewinners were 
elected by students and teachers. 

�  We prepared greeting cards for teachers and students and encouraged them to give 
appreciations to others so as to promote caring culture in school. 

�  ‘Life in a Crossroad’ activity was held to enhance students’ awareness of self-management, 
caring culture and politeness. 

�  Inter-class Board Design Competition on the school theme, Learning to learning together, 
Learning to live together, was held. 

�  Famous quotations on learning and virtue were regularly displayed around the school 
campus and through the LED notice board. 

�  The Civic Times were published to provide information on Elections of the District Council 
as well as the politic leaders of China.  News quiz regarding the contents of the Civic 
Times were also organized. 

�  Students were encouraged to take part in various activities and study tours pertaining to 
moral and civic education, e.g. the National Education Programme organized by Hok Yau 
Club.  Yip Yuk Ching (4D) and Chung Shui Ting (4E) participated in the program and 
obtained the opportunity to participate in a summer learning tour in Nanjing. 
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3. Guidance Section 
 
Fostering a “caring culture” was the main objective of the Guidance Section in the year.  To 
achieve this, the Guidance Section organized Big Brothers and Big Sisters Scheme to help F1 
adapt, gave encouragement to F5 and F7 by means of form assemblies so students could give 
support to each other and receive encouragement from teachers. The Peer Counseling Team 
served as caring persons among their schoolmates. 
�
For the Outside School Service Team, contact with Fu Hong Society was made to arrange social 
services for their members. 22 of our students participated in service to 24 primary students, 
arranged by the Social Welfare Department. Volunteer services were offered to Kei Hong Society 
for the Elderly and SKH Lady MacLehose Centre 
�
To develop self-management of our students, activities such as a display on information about 
drugs, PATHS programs to provide life education for F.1 students, workshop organized by the 
End Child Sexual Abuse Foundation for F2 classes, sex education to F1 and F6 etc were held.  
  
The Guidance Team also had two publications which were all e-version. The themes were 
communication skills and self management. 
 

4. Discipline 
 
Helping students to develop and maintain good discipline is the main concern of the Section.  
To achieve this, a team of prefects were trained to take up the normal patrolling duties and 
guidance for the lower form students.  Besides, we also organized talks to arouse students’ 
awareness of the various issues concerning the youngsters in society, for example, drug 
prevention, internet crime, sex crime and juvenile delinquency.

Achievements: 
Area 1: Promoting effective teaching 
QGII for Effective Teaching was the focus this year . This extended the need for teachers to 
involve students closely in the lessons through group work ( 0607 Participate) that targeted at the 
same time encouraging students of diverse abilities to work together, to lend peer support , to 
learn to learn together and to learn from one another. Questioning to cultivate higher order 
thinking and to check comprehension , clear instruction using appropriate language to ensure 
clear delivery of ideas and identification of needs of students are the other three focuses.  
 
Lesson Observation 
Judging from the lesson observations of new teachers & teachers seeking regrading, there has 
been improvement in giving praise and positive reinforcement and encouraging students’ 
participation 
Teachers were more ready to introduce group work in their lessons. The culture of learning from 
one another also permeated among teachers through the 2nd year of co-planning study, lesson 
study and peer lesson observation as part of MC1 initiatives. Improvement can still be made, 
however, in clarity of speech , communication skills, use of questioning strategies, skills in 
checking comprehension, blackboard skills and effective use of IT aids. 
 
Peer Lesson Observation 
Based on peer lesson observation, teachers are doing better in ‘participate’, giving instruction in 
relation to making use of students’ learned knowledge, helping students understand approach and 
the use of an enquiry approach .The tasks introduced during the lessons are challenging to 
high ability group and could promote per support. Questions asked could inspire high 
order thinking.   
Staff Development Committee 
With the help of Staff Development Committee, a number of activities were organized to 
promote group work and catering to LD. These included inviting a guest speaker to talk about 
learner diversity, 
drama/film show to raise awareness of the need to identify and respond to needs of students. A 
survey was done among subject panels . The findings showed that there is a greater awareness of 
the need to tackle LD among staff. Most subjects have gone to some lengths in their efforts in 
this direction. The shortcoming , however, was that teachers were better at tackling gifted and 
more able students than students of low ability and learning difficulties. 
 
Invitational education was adopted for teacher education. 2 posters have been posted in staff 
rooms in the 2nd term and 6 newsletters have been issued.  
 
Area 2: Promoting effective learning 
Transcendence Awards 
205 Transcendence Awards were presented. Reminders have been given to the School Assembly 
Team to speed up the presentation of awards by doing this on form basis. 
 
Effective Learning of Vocabulary for F1 
Mr STR was invited to give a talk on Memory Skills related to spelling on 21/4/2008. Then IS, 
LS, Geog and Hist departments provided 15 important/difficult words each accompanied by their 
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usages. Students were given a period of time to memorise the vocabulary. CHY then prepared a 
quiz for students which was conducted in cycle 21. Prizes were presented to students who had 
best results .  
 
Invitational Education 
6 posters were posted in F1-F3 classrooms on learning skills and ideas as daily reminders of 
practical practices they could use in learning:

Course Evaluation 
Explanation and instruction regarding content related to course objectives were favourably 
viewed by students (same as 0607). Others included chance to ask questions, chance to 
participate in learning activities, objectives of course had been made known to students (same 
as 0607) and that through learning tasks, students had learnt to respect others’ opinions 
 
Student-centred teaching in terms of Participation was rated 74% compared to 72% in 0607. 
F4 teachers were more successful in promoting active participation in students (78%) than F1-F3 
(71%, 73%, 74%)classes.

Areas requiring improvement included: confidence in getting a good grade, study skills on 
knowing how to get a good grade, the course being interesting & enjoyable, attitude concerning 
how to learn to learn with different learning ability classmates and how to learn from one another 
 
In terms of 0708 focuses, QGII, teachers did best at Questioning (scoring 4.5 out of 6), 
identification of students in need scored second (4.42 out of 6); next came Instruction ( 4:34 ) 
and last came Grouping (4.27). 
 
Some subjects had made improvement in overall rating e.g. LS and F4 PA and Commerce 
subjects. When asked whether “ The course was interesting and enjoyable”, some subjects did 
well e.g. F1 Chinese History, F4 Biology, F4 Commerce, F4 Chemistry.

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Area 3. Providing prompt and constructive feedback 
Teachers performed better in frequency of marking and promptness of marking in the 1st Phase 
than in the 2nd Phase. More teachers however gave grades with comments for the assignments. 
There is room for improvement in quality of assignments in terms of catering to LD, creativity, 
critical thinking and providing positive & constructive comments. 
 
Faculty and subject heads found more than 77% of teachers gave grades with comments. This 
was increased to 90% in the 2nd phase of the exercise inspection. However, the performance was 
not as good as 0607 92% . 89% of the assignments could be returned to students in a month’s 
time. This agrees with our set target. 
 
Area 4:  Using IT effectively in learning & teaching 
0607 was the year that IT Team launched the widespread use of webpage and eclassroom among 
subject panels. In 0708 , no more training courses were organized by subject teachers. Instead, 
towards the end of the school year, IT Team conducted a survey among subject heads on 
Webpage content summary , website evaluation , and data on number of students clicking on to 
subject eclassroom. No analysis had been given on the data. It was found that some subjects had 
neither webpage or eclassroom but the information was not explored. 
 
It was thought that it would be more worthwhile to do a survey on students to understand 
whether they had accessed webpage or eclassroom for learning purposes instead of collecting 
data on the features available on the subject webpage. 
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Reflection: 

Tailoring of curriculum and test & exam paper is still undeveloped comparatively; consultation 
of subject panels to collect their opinions on difficulties encountered in implementing this should 
be done first before introducing and enforcing school policies that make it a rule for subject 
panels to follow.  

 
2 posters have been posted in staff room and 6 newsletters have been issued. Despite the 
Lukewarm response, it was believed that some staff members could still benefit from the 
reminders. Both would continue next school year. Soft copies of these would be placed in 
folders kept in J:\MC1   
 
Teachers were more ready to introduce group work in their lessons. The culture of learning from 
one another also has taken roots among teachers through the 2nd year of co-planning study, 
lesson study and peer lesson observation as part of MC1 initiatives.  
 
Based on MC1 Subject Panels’ Evaluation Questionnaire and in terms of teaching strategies, 
3.35 out of 4 agreed that VPIE had become an integral part of their teaching strategies. Teachers 
were well-versed in questioning techniques and had developed concentration skills in students. 
Least agreement was found in the acknowledgement that they had developed in students the 
skills in jotting notes. 
 
46% of subjects admitted they had adopted peer assessment as a mode of assessment, while 39% 
had also adopted self-assessment with 14% adopting parent assessment as well. The modes of 
assessment were quite diversified. 
 
To prepare themselves better , 57% believed that more expert help was needed in Learner 
Diversity and especially in motivating different ability group; 30% opted for expert help given in 
Questioning. Therefore, focuses for MC1 in 0809 were agreed to be on Learning Diversity, 
followed by Questioning.  
 
For staff development in 0809, subjects (44%) hoped to focus on setting assignments that cater to 
LD, with 32% opting for Questioning.  
 
In terms of study skills , they hoped to develop especially skills in concentration , doing regular 
revision and pre-lesson observation.  
 
The following action would be implemented in 0809: 
�  Ms Leung would orientate teaching staff to better blackboard skills 
�  Better use of handouts to promote study skills e.g. jotting notes would be highlighted in 

0809 professional development 
�  There would be purchase of visualisers to encourage more visual presentation of teaching 

materials 
�  In terms of QGII, the scores were around 4 , not too remarkable an improvement especially 

in grouping; this would be focused on again in 0809 
 
Study skills as a whole still got very low rating. This area would be focused on in 0809 MC1. 
 
It was proposed that one afternoon in October should be set aside for lesson study and 
co-planning study with staff forming groups to integrate MC1 focuses in preparation of 1 unit: 
�  instruction-objectives, content, approach 
�  participate 
�  questioning 
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�  blackboard skills 
�  handouts to promote study skills 
�  recycle 
�  study skills related to the unit 
 
IT Team should list features that should be present in websites to subject heads to help them 
target better at promoting effective learning and this should be made known to subject panels 
early in 0809; a proposal should be submitted to Academic Head and School Principal for 
approval during the summer holidays. 
 
A survey should be done on students in 0809 to gauge the effectiveness of websites in promoting 
learning; subject heads could use the data to reach a consensus on how to improve their websites. 
IT Team should also promote better self-learning through eclassroom. VOD should be explored 
and practicable steps taken to set this up in 0809 in form of a Central library of common visual 
resources. 

 
Objectives and strategies to realize virtual classrooms should be formulated in an action plan. 
Most of all, exploration on how to improve learning & teaching through IT should be done more 
actively by the IT Team e.g. visits to schools renowned for their achievements in IT in education 
 
IT Team should react more quickly to problems related to computer and projectors raised by 
teaching staff and introduce updated visual resources to staff e.g. YouTube and others

2007 -2008 EEP—This did not go well at all after the summer. The publicity team 
prepared a handout on English learning opportunities at Lam Woo. The 
team working for J-sonic arranged 1 school visit for their singer. The 
team working for Wholala has arranged for two school visits after the 
exams (the projects were supposed to be finished in November 2007). 
The team working on a fundraising campaign for the charity Theodora 
Foundation did not accomplish anything.  

There are four main reasons: 1) The students lacked the ability to work 
independently  2) The students overestimated the ease with which they 
would be able to find schools to cooperate with them. At the briefing 
meeting in July, the students that when looking for schools to cooperate 
with, they should expect a positive reply rate of 5-10% and to that they 
should send invitation letters before the end of August, yet no groups 
contacted more than 10 schools and all contacts were made with schools 
after mid-September.

NSSCMG is a non-recurrent cash grant to be provided over a period of 3 years, starting from the 
2006/07 school year and up to the 2008/09 school year. 
Amount received in each school year is $110000 and the total amount will be $330000.
