  I. OUR SCHOOL 
 

1.General Introduction of the School 
 

Our school is an English grammar school, established by the Hong Kong Sheng Kung Hui in 1970.  

It is an aided whole-day, co-educational secondary school.  

 

Our school is housed in a 6-storey main building with 3 wings. There are 31 classrooms, 14 special 

rooms: a school hall, a library, an open playground, a covered playground, a gymnasium, a fitness 

room, a computer room, a multi-media collaborative learning center, a collaborative learning centre, 

an English corner, an English studio, 1 fitness room and a lecture theatre. Computers and LCD 

projectors are installed in all classrooms and special rooms. Accommodation and facilities are well 

maintained. The buildings and even the canteen are kept clean, tidy and are fully air-conditioned. 

 

Owing to the high academic performance of our students, our school is one of the top schools in the 

Kwai Ching District and one of the top secondary schools in Hong Kong.

5. Staff Development Committee 

Various programs including staff development days, an induction programme and team 
building activities were organized throughout the academic year.  Some social activities, 
supported by the School Authority Board, were well-arranged during the year for the 
purpose of developing the camaraderie among colleagues. 
On staff development days, we thoroughly discussed topics such as blackboard skills, 
questioning techniques, the New Senior Secondary Curriculum (NSS) and in general, 
Learning and Teaching.  We also engaged ourselves in the lesson study and the co-planning 
study.  In the T&T program, Prof Lam Man Ping and Mr Luk Ka Yin conducted two 

workshops “How to Reconcile Body with Soul” (�������� ) and “Exercise to 

Release Stress” (	
��
��� ). The workshops aimed at boosting our colleagues’ 
morale, helping us cope with stress and conveying the importance of leading a healthy 
lifestyle.    
Our mentorship system has been established for a number of years.  It continues to provide 
a useful orientation for our new staff and cultivate a study partnership between mentors and 
mentees. 
To establish close links with tertiary teacher training institutions and to contribute to the 
nurturing of the next generation of teachers, we arranged teaching practice for student 
teachers from tertiary institutions.  The student teachers of Chinese, Liberal Studies and 
Geography subjects completed their teaching practice in our school.  Two Chinese and two 
English student teachers were also provided with school attachment experiences. 
To promote a sharing culture among the teaching staff, the first 10 minutes of a staff meeting 
was a sharing session.  Such sharing broadened our horizons and enhanced our mutual 
understanding.  For the sake of cultivating a supportive atmosphere and encouraging 
self-enrichment, the Staff Development Fund was revised and approved by the School 
Management Committee. 

 
6. Teacher Commendation Scheme 

To give clue acknowledgement to outstanding staff and to raise the awareness of the need to 
respect teachers, the Committee on Respect Our Teachers Campaign organized the 14th 
Teacher Commendation Scheme.  Mr Chu Lap Foo and Ms Lee Lai Li were nominated by 
the teaching staff as our school’s nominees.

8. SAMS and IT 

Through WEBSAMS, a platform provided by the Education Bureau (EDB), the school 
communicated and exchanged information with the EDB.  WEBSAMS acted as a 
centralized data management system for both students and staff.  In addition, it helped 
school financial and asset management, timetabling, public examination registration, student 
attendance taking, discipline records, academic report cards, student learning profiles (for 
NSS) and other modules that facilitated the daily running of the school. 
The following were the main focuses of our unit this year: 
- To rollover to the newer version WEBSAMS 2.0, with the funding provided by the EDB 

last year. 
- To start the “Student Learning Profile” functions for NSS students in 2009. 
- To assist clerical staff to use the CAR module in managing school assets.   
The IT Team continued to give efficient technical support to the school. More than 30 
computers were purchased for the new Geography Room. One new projector was installed 
in the hall and two more kiosks were set up in the covered playground. Besides, we explored 
different ways to integrate IT with teaching and learning. A new multimedia server would be 
set up for teaching purposes. Liberal Studies teachers would be the first ones to make use of 
this server. Some new learning software was installed in the library PC to facilitate students’ 
self-learning.  
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II. ACHIEVEMENTS AND REFLECTION ON MAJOR CONCERNS 
 

Priority 1: Effective Learning & Teaching 2008-2009 
Together Everyone Achieves More 

Achievements: 
 
Area 1: Promoting effective teaching 
 
CIAQ for Effective Teaching was the focus this year to tackle learner diversity. Teachers were to 
involve students closely in the lessons through collaborative group work (a continuum of 0708 
Group and 0607 Participate) so that students of diverse abilities could work to collaborate, to learn 
to learn together and to learn from one another. The theme also required teachers to be more aware 
of the use of clear instruction in appropriate language to cater to students of different learning 
abilities, to explain clearly the course content, to set appropriate assignments and assessments and 
to use a variety of questions to help motivate , challenge and to check understanding of students. 
  
1.1 Briefing 
Staff were told at pre-term meetings, staff meetings and subject panel meetings concerning our 
focuses in Major Concern 1. It was expected that these teaching methods would be implemented in 
their day-to-day lessons. 
 
1.2 Staff development 
The Staff Development Committee had set aside one session for organizing a workshop on 
questioning strategies . The workshop included a sharing and group discussion; handouts were 
distributed.  
 
In an evaluation survey done after the workshop, 91% of teachers commented that the discussion 
and sharing were beneficial. 95% of teachers found the ideas useful. Most of the staff were active in 
the questioning exercise and role play. 
 
Another session was allocated for staff to come together for co-planning study and lesson study.   
 
1.3 Mini-posters in staffrooms 
To refresh teachers’ memories on useful teaching strategies related to Major Concern 1, 
mini-posters were posted at staffrooms and newsletters were issued. Such posters and newsletters 
included:

2. Strategies for promoting effective teaching: 
  CIAQ was the focus in 0809: collaboration, instruction, assignments & assessments and 

questioning. 
 
2.1 Collaboration 
Collaboration was used as a means to involve students in classroom activities, to ensure they 
participate and to create an environment conducive to peer support and tackling learner diversity. 
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The effective use of this strategy was explored through the following means: 
 
2.1.1 Lesson Observation 
Lesson observation was conducted on eight teachers mostly on their second year under probation. 
Compared to last year’s data, encouraging maximum students’ participation rose by a pleasing 40%, 
with an increase in the use of role play and group discussion. 
 
2.1.2 Co-planning study & lesson study 
PE, Physics, Biology and History opted to do lesson study while there were 17 groups doing 
co-planning study. In 12 subject groups, they arranged collaborative learning as a means to tackle 
learner diversity and to maximize students’ participation in the lessons. The other 4 out of 17 
subject groups arranged pair work instead . All the grouping of students was done on 
the basis of mixed ability .The use of collaborative group work “C” in Collaboration in CIAQ has 
become a common teaching strategy.  
 
2.1.3 Peer Lesson Observation 
All teachers had to do peer lesson observations; including serving as appraiser and being appraisee 
in the school year. 95 peer lesson observations had been done. The results were very pleasing: there 
was 93% agreement rating (including strongly agree and agree) on teachers’ successful use of 
strategies to involve students in lessons and 76% agreed that the tasks could cater to learner 
diversity. Onto the third year of MC1, teachers have acknowledged the need to involve students in 
lessons to strengthen their participation. They have got used to integrating the strategy in their 
lessons. Learner diversity is a key factor they consider when designing activities and tasks for 
lessons.

2.1.6 Subject panels’ Evaluation 
Subject panels did their evaluation of their presentation of course materials and teaching strategies 
they implemented in the teaching of their subjects. The findings showed very positive comments 
on 4 strategies used to tackle LD:

2.2 Instruction

Based on the lesson observations of teachers under probation by subject heads done in November, 
2008, there was a significant rise of 20% in teachers’ communication skills and skills in 
consolidating and concluding students' learning compared to the data in 0708.

2.3.2 Exercise Inspection 
More prompt feedback is given to students in assignments. Frequency has increased and maintained 
at a high level though there was a drop in efficient marking in the 2nd term. Over 89% of 
assignments could be returned to students within a month in the 1st term though there was a drop to 
82% in the 2nd term. Teachers are continually providing more constructive feedback to students in 
their assignments and this is conducive to more effective learning of students.

Concerning the design of assignments with skill-building elements, not much progress has been 
made in the inclusion of integrating creativity and learner diversity in the design of assignments.

All three forms perform better than the norm. There is a drop in surface strategy which is a good 
sign. There is a rise of 4% in deep strategies i.e.  
�  relate what I learn in one subject to other subjects 
�  find most topics interesting 
�  spend extra time trying to find out more 

 
In achieving strategies, the performance is more or less the same but an increase in items: 
�  read reference & prepare notes 
�  study throughout the school year and revision before exam 
�  do HW promptly 
�  read notes after lessons to enhance understanding 
 
The data support the fact that post-lesson revision has become more of a regular practice of 
students. 
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2.3.Course evaluation 
The learning of study skills still has room for improvement as is indicated in Course Evaluation. In 
all forms, items obtaining lower ratings are related to study skills: 
 
�  Pre-lesson observation (F1-F4) 
�  Post-lesson observation (F1, F4) 
�  Individual learning problems are not adequately catered to (F2, F3) 
 
These need to be given a stronger push in order to cultivate better achieving strategies.  
 
Area 4: Using IT effectively in learning & teaching 
IT Team conducted a survey in May to collect information on computer-use habits of students and 
their use of eclass and subject webpages. 
 
The following conclusion could be arrived at: 
�  1 % of students do not have computers  
�  1-2% do not have access to internet 
�  Most use 1-2 hours of computers daily; senior forms use more 
�  Most of the time involved is not related to learning 
�  Subject webpages-52%-59% did not find webpages informative  

47%-59%did not find webpages useful to learning 
�  Eclass- 53% did not find eclass usefulfor both junior & senior forms  
�  Over 20% of junior forms use computers for more than 3 hours 

Over 31% of senior forms use computers for more than 3 hours 
 
Reflection: 
 
1. Effective Teaching 
Our school has made a major step in turning itself into a learning community. Through 06-09, most 
of the subjects have attempted lesson study and all teachers have involved themselves in 
co-planning study as well. They have come to accept colleagues attending their classrooms and 
commenting on their lessons for mutual benefits. Classroom is no longer a private and 
non-trespassing territory. In fact, from their feedback, quite a number of staff agreed that peer 
lesson observation contributes a lot to professional interflow in school.  
 
95 peer lesson observations have been done. The number is more than the total number of teaching 
staff which is 65. The number of observations done by each teacher ranges from1 to 4. Staff do find 
co-planning and peer lesson observation acceptable as a means of developing professional interflow. 
They are more ready to learn from one another and to welcome visitors to classrooms. 
 
According to Teachers’ Feedback on Low Rating items in SHS, staff agreed that peer lesson 
observation is one sure way to contribute to the development of an ambience of professional 
interflow. 
 
In the promotion of effective teaching, we are very glad to see a gradual and sure progress in 
teachers using clear instruction and using appropriate language to cater to students of different 
learning abilities. Collaborative learning has taken roots in most subject areas with tasks and 
activities arranged to involve students much more actively in lessons. Much more questioning has 
been done in class and they are of a wide variety.  
 
On the other hand, the questioning skills of teachers require further development to ensure the 
questions they ask can be of a higher order thinking and pose greater challenge to students. The 
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continuation of peer lesson observation and focused examination on questioning strategies may 
eventually develop our professional knowledge in this aspect.  
 
2. Effective Learning 
In the promotion of effective learning, the data in course evaluation agree with that in the peer 
lesson observation and subject panels’ evaluation; we see a marked improvement in the introduction 
of student-centred lessons through active involvement of students in activities. Students 
‘participation in the learning activities showed continuous improvement through the 3 years. Based 
on the course evaluation, out of 6, all subjects taken part in the survey could score over 4, some 
approaching 5 and 2 subjects over 5 . 
 
The mastery and application of study skills require stronger promotion and all teachers should 
integrate the teaching as part of their lessons. 
 
3. Providing prompt and constructive feedback 
The inclusion of positive and constructive comments in the marking of exercise has become a 
common practice. This is really encouraging. In addition, we gladly see assignments posing more of 
a challenge to students’ critical thinking.  
 
In exercise marking, in all 3 years, teachers performed better in the 1st term compared to the 2nd. 
But the 1st term exercise inspection is of a wider scale involving all levels so should be a more 
reliable indicator of performance. 
 
The improvement in the setting of assignments and effectiveness of marking rely closely on the 
enforcement of the Academic Division. The cooperation and coordination of Major Concern 
Committee and Academic Division is a determining factor for the success in effective learning of 
students. Therefore, it might be a better idea for the Academic Division to take up a major concern 
related to effective learning of students in the coming cycle. 
 
4. Using IT effectively in learning & teaching 
IT Team has to adopt action plans: 
�  Promote effective learning through IT by familiarizing subject panels with subject-based 

choices of using this medium  
�  Set up system of helping every student to acquire a computer 
�  Tackle the problem of extended use of computers if over 3 hours ‘usage is a cause for concern 
 
To implement the plan more effectively, Major Concern can be more focused and target only at one 
concern i.e. either teaching or learning. One suggestion is to target study skills in the coming 3-year 
cycle. The package on “ Critical Thinking Skills” could be used to boost presentation skills in esp 
writing and these skills are relevant to quite a number of subjects so the MC could be a 
cross-curricular attempt. Whether this should cover all levels or only pertain only to senior forms 
could be a matter for further exploration.

This did not go well at all after the summer. The publicity team 
prepared a handout on English learning opportunities at Lam Woo. 
The team working for J-sonic arranged 1 school visit for their 
singer. The team working for Wholala has arranged for two school 
visits after the exams (the projects were supposed to be finished in 
November 2007). The team working on a fundraising campaign for 
the charity Theodora Foundation did not accomplish anything.  
There are four main reasons:  
1) The students lacked the ability to work independently   
2) The students overestimated the ease with which they would be 
able to find schools to cooperate with them. 3) The students would 
let things slide when they got busy or were not at school.   
4) Some groups had bad luck (one group was promoting a singer 

who quit show business at the end of August. Another group was 
making arrangements for a school visit, but the contact person 
had a stroke.) 

In the 2nd term the 2 TAs assisted with following up on the progress 
of two of the groups, but no improvements could be made. 
 
Change to Studio Teams in 0809: Students work on multimedia 
projects. For example, one team might work on a video of sports 
day highlights, a video of their own choice, a computer game testing 
science knowledge (thus making EMI learning more interactive) and 
a flash animation about Values. Studio teams will also help 
introduce software programmes to parents for their children’s 
self-access learning (e.g., during parent’s day)

2.6 Studio Teams (0809) Renovation work was delayed a few months, so the studio could not 
be opened on schedule and studio teams (student helpers) could not 
be recruited at the beginning of the school year. 
The studio is capable of producing a wide range of products—video, 
special effects, audio recordings, music recordings, computer art, 
3D animation, websites, computer games, multi-page documents, 
etc.  
It opened in January. 
The following projects were completed: 
1. 4 Animated Dictations were created. Each dictation had between 

120 and 220 views. At present the IS dictation has been viewed 
over 400 times. Students found the dictations quite interesting to 
watch.  

2. The Student Union’s dance video was shown at the mini-stage to 
approximately 150 students. After being posted on YouTube, the 
video has been viewed more than 3200 times.  

3. The Computer games were demonstrated in all F2 classrooms. 
The students appeared to be highly interested. The Sports Day 
Video was shown during the English assembly in early June and 
has been viewed 420 times since then on YouTube. 

In Apr & May, the studio was heavily used by students working on 
video & music projects. It was busy every day after school and quite 
frequently during lunchtime. It has mainly been used by 
F3-6.students  
After introducing the studio at the English Assembly (1 June). 
Approximately 20 students (mainly from Forms 2-3) have applied to 
be studio team members.  
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Area 3: Providing a language rich (Eng) Environment for students 
Tasks Evaluation 
3.1 Enforcing the Language Policy  
 

In 0809, the following policy were added 
- The worship part of school assembly & morning 
assembly were conducted in English.   For assemblies 
organized by school functional groups or teams, at least 
50% of them were be in English ( except Religious 
activities or subjects taught in Chinese or PTH) 
- For the class bulletin board, at least 50% should be in 

English.  For the reminders written on the 
blackboard in the morning should follow the school 
policy.  

- Language used in the Office Counter – students used 
English to hand in and get back their mobile phones 

 
1. Staff and students were still needed to remind from 
time to time about the Language policy.   
2. Most of the students reflected that they understand all 

announcements, posters and messages made and 
written in English. 

3. The school should continue using English in making 
all formal announcements. 
4. It was also spotted that some notices written on 

blackboards were not entirely in English.  
It was suggested that activities and functions organized 
by the SU should be in English. e.g., the SU stationary 
selling service and the SU election could be conducted in 
English. 

3.2. English corner  -The corner is running well.  A total of 10,000 
borrowings across the year.  On average, 8,000 items 
were borrowed/year, 60-70 visitors came, 160 coupons 
were given out for games and 100 items were lent/day.  
Even EDB staff and English teachers from other schools 
visited the corner and envied the running. 
-The demand is cyclical.  F.1-2 used the corner more 
than F.3-F.4 students in 0809, which was the opposite 
last year.  
-F.6 borrowed mostly music items.   
-Users spread across the form, not just focus on D & E 
classes 
-Smoothly run by F.6 executives, who are responsible, 
but not managing the junior form.

3.3 Organise English Speaking Week  - There is an expected result from the survey, especially 

in the junior forms. Most Form 1 and 2 students find the 
English Speaking Days fun and useful.

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General Evaluation 
1. Enhancing EMI Teaching 

The programmes done were worthwhile and beneficial to some teachers.  However, we 
only have 1 trainer (the NET teacher), with the teaching load in English Department plus 
the workload in English Corner and Studio, he can only spare a little time to provide 
training to our teachers to enhance EMI teaching.  The training should be made sustainable 
in the coming years either by employing service provides or reducing the workload of the 
NET teacher. 

 
2. Enhancing EMI Learning 

Most of the scheduled tasks were completed with satisfactory feedback.  These tasks 
should be continued in the coming years with the joint effort of the English Department. 

 
3. Providing a language rich(Eng) environment 

The implementation of Language Policy should be enforced in the coming years such that it 
becomes a “culture” eventually.  The provision of English rich environment should be 
carried on with the effort of every staff.  The English Corner, the Studio or English activity 
day/week …etc can still be operated with the aids of English Awards Scheme and any other 
concerned parties.  
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III.OUR LEARNING AND TEACHING 
�

1. Curriculum 
- To prepare the school for the New Senior Secondary Curriculum (NSS), Liberal Studies 

(Junior Form) was developed and conducted. 
- Combined Science, Chinese Literature as well as Business, Accounting and Financial 

Studies are the new subjects of NSS. 
- There were remedial classes and high achievers’ classes for junior form students in 

English Language, Chinese Language and Mathematics. 
 

2. Policy on Catering for Learner Differences 
- After-school tutorial classes on English Language and Mathematics were organized.  
- After-school enhancement programmes in Chinese Language and Mathematics were 

organized for high achievers. 
- Outstanding students were nominated to participate in the following programmes: gifted 

programmes by the CUHK, supporting measures on exceptionally gifted students by the 
EDB and Harvard Talent Search. 

- Language teachers were nominated to participate in training workshops on learners’ 
diversity. 

 

3. Reading to Learn 
The Reading to Learn programme cultivated a reading habit among students and encouraged 
extensive reading. A number of activities were carried out: a 15-minute Morning Reading 
Scheme, sharing sessions of teachers and peers, the Quiz Bowl Tournament, book fairs, a 
second-hand book sale and a book fair of the 20th anniversary of the Tiananmen Square 
massacre. In the second-hand book sale, HK$3176.00 was raised. The fund went to the 
Sowers Action for the post-disaster reconstruction of the 512 Wenchuan Earthquake. 

 

4. Whole Person Development 
4.1. Student Health Promotion Committee 

It offered a variety of health services and activities to our students for the purpose of 
fostering a healthy and active lifestyle among youngsters. These services and 
activities included: 
- Vaccination for students and staff. 
- Healthy Food Selling Days. 
- Sports Weeks. 
- The “Teens Teeth Oral Health Promotion Programme”  

 
4.2.  Student Development Section 

The main objectives of Student Development Section were to provide students with 
the opportunities to train their leadership skills and those to serve the community.  
The main activities organized during the year were: 
- Leadership training at Adventure-Ship for F.3, F.4 and F.6 students. 
- A training camp for F.4 students organized by Hong Kong Playground 

Association and Swire Coca-Cola Hong Kong Sunshine Kiosk. 
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- Lam Woo Leadership Workshop for students with functional posts. 
- Leadership training at Hong Kong Shaolin Wushu Culture Centre for F.3 and F.4 

students. 
- A leadership training camp for F.6 students.  
- CYC Elderly Day. 
- HK$22,443 raised from “We share to Care” Volunteering Campaign 2008. 
- HK$4,434 raised from talks and charity sales for the benefit of Integrated Rural 

Development. 
- Class-based charity programs organized by F.6 students to visit and serve 

different social welfare institutions. 
- A total of 471 students participating in various flag-selling services. 
- Easter Holiday Service for the elderly. 
- A total of 9,994 chops distributed to F.1-F.3 students under the Mission 

Kaleidoscope Award Scheme. 
 

 4.3.  Cultural and Art Activities  
The Cultural Promotion Committee promoted 15 cultural activities mainly among 
junior form students.  Besides a variety of free visits related to visual and 
performing arts, 160 students paid a visit to some fabulous performances in Hong 
Kong Arts Festival through the Young Friends Programme.  Moreover, the Young 
Friends of Heritage Scheme of Antiquities and Monuments Office broadened the 
horizons of three F.3 participants.  It enhanced their understanding of heritage 
conservation through training programmes and visits.  Ambassadors-in-school 
organized by Hong Kong Arts Development Council provided another F.3 student 
with a scholarship and a flair for the arts, a willing mind oriented on community 
services with the opportunity to become an art ambassador for our school.  All 
these activities indicated a rising appetite of our students for cultural activities that 
helped balance their busy school life.    
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  V. SUPPORT FOR STUDENT DEVELOPMENT 
 

1. Non-Academic Development Division 
The main aim of the Non-Academic Development Division (NAD) was to ensure that the 
non-academic development of students aligned with the school mission, visions and needs 
of students.  Apart from the coordination work of various sections and teams to provide 
non-academic development programmes for students, the NAD implemented the following 
programmes: 
- F.1 Adaptation Programme from July to September. 
- Teacher-Student Conference in September. 
- The Hong Kong Jockey Club Life-Wide Learning Fund. 
- The LAMWOOER Awards. 

 

2. Religious, Moral and Civic Education 
The religious, moral and civic education was jointly provided by almost all the groups in 
school, particularly Christian Fellowship, Moral and Civic Education Section, Discipline 
Section, Guidance Section and Form Coordination Committee. Attempts to instill proper 
moral and civic values and life education included: 
- Whole school assemblies. 
- Morning form assemblies. 
- Form teachers’ periods. 
- PATHS for F.1 and F.3. 
The focuses of these functions were made to align with our mission and major concerns 
such as time management, stress and conflict management, goal setting, collaborative and 
problem-solving skills. 

 

3. Christian Fellowship 
Besides regular meetings after school every Friday, the following activities were held: 
- Students forming cell groups held meetings in the morning or lunch to pray, read the 

Bible and share experiences. 
- Gospel Week. 
The theme of the year was “ Are We Friends? ”. During the week, the following took place: 
- Mr Yu Kwok Chiu and Rev Leung Wing Sin held a sharing meeting and an evangelical 

meeting respectively. 
- Film shows. 
- Band shows. 
- An inter-class hymn singing contest. 
- An orienteering game. 
- Christian teachers and students give their personal witnesses of Jesus Christ in the 

Morning Form Assemblies. 
 

4. Moral and Civic Education Section (MCES)  
MCES mainly oversaw school assemblies, form teachers’ periods and F.3 PATHS. Notables 
like Mr Wu Tin Hang (ATV news reporter) and Mr Leo Chim Chi Man (Commercial Radio 
2 disc jockey) were invited to share their reflections on career development. 
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Activities related to national education were held as follows: 
- A flag hoisting ceremony. 
- A talk. 
- Students’ sharing on a national education learning tour. 
- A board display of the current situation of China. 
- An interclass quiz competition. 
- A Chinese knot workshop. 
- A film show. 
Other activities to provide civic education were: 
- Quotations on inspiring learning and virtues were displayed in the school campus and 

the LED notice board 
- A Code of Conduct was formulated and a survey was held to collect opinions from 

teachers and students.  
- An inter-class Board Design Competition on school theme was held and F.3B was the 

champion. 
- The Most Polite Student Election was held to promote politeness. 

 
Besides, MCES took part in the following activities:  
- The Top 10 News Election held by Hok Yau Club. 
- The Top 10 News of the HKSAR Policy held by Wenweipo and HKSAR. 
- About $16,000 was raised from the Apple Campaign and a talk for the World 

Emergency Relief.  
- About $12,000 was raised from the Cookie Campaign held by the Helping Hand.  
- About $7280 was raised by the Poor and Rich Lunch and the film show were 

co-organised by MCES & Guidance Section to sponsor the education services of 
Sowers Action. 

- 6L Wong King Yee was awarded the Certificate of Merit in the Sowers Action Young 
Ambassador Programme and went for a 7-day experiential and exchange trip to 
Guizhou Sandu. 

 

5. Guidance Section 
The objectives of Guidance Section this year were to develop both the interpersonal skills 
and the sense of togetherness of students. The objectives were achieved with the efforts of 
Programme Team, Outside School Service Team and Peer Counseling Team. The main 
activities of the year were: 
- In the Guidance Week , workshops, game stalls and film shows were held to promote the 

message of a healthy interpersonal relationship and the sense of togetherness in school. 
- Big Brother and Big Sister Scheme helped to enhance the sense of belonging of F.1 

students in Lam Woo. 
- Social services were provided for the members of Fu Hong society and Po Leung Kuk. 
- Peer counselors were trained to help some junior form students. 
- Regular programmes on drug education, sex education, stress management, learning 

motivation and computer addiction were held to equip students with knowledge and skills 
of tackling various events they might experience during their development. 

- F.1 PATHS programmes – helped cultivate good conduct and values in F.1 classes.  
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6. Discipline Section 
Students are facing different challenges in society.  In order to empower them to face these 
challenges, some preventive measures were taken:   

- Police talks on prevention of drug abuse and juvenile delinquency were arranged for 
students of different levels.   

- A police talk on child abuse was arranged for colleagues to arouse their awareness of 
the worsening family problems and equip them to identify whether our students were 
involved.

4. HKCE Examination 2009 
199 students sat the HKCE Examination. In English Language and Chinese Language, they 
scored 42 Level 5* and 232 Level 5 and Level 4. In other subjects, they scored 164 
distinctions and 547 credits.  Each student scored an average of 5 distinctions (or Level 5*) 
and credits (or Levels 5 and 4). 158 of our F.5 students (79.4%) obtained 14 points or more 
from the best 6 subjects. 93 students were promoted to F.6 in our school. Chan Tin Yan 
scored 9 distinctions.  Ng Pak Sun scored 8 distinctions. Lam Wai Ting and Chan Yan Hei 
both scored 7 distinctions and 2 credits. Cham Chun Yin scored 7 distinctions and 1 credit.  
Altogether 11 students scored 6 distinctions or above and they were eligible to apply for the 
early admission to university in the coming academic year.
